Call to Order/Determination of Quorum/Approval of Minutes
Trip Hart called the meeting to order at 12:10 p.m.   A quorum was present.  Trip noted that Steve Cadematori is representing both the Enumclaw Chamber of Commerce (by proxy) and the Community of Greenwater at today’s meeting.
Bryan welcomed Curt Warber and Erinn Walter, as the consulting firm Parametrix has officially been contracted with to proceed with our Corridor Management Plan.  All were grateful for Bryan’s efforts in accomplishing this contractual relationship.

Trip said meeting Minutes were never approved for the board meetings held in September and December, 2012 or June, 2013.  Danielle Surkatty motioned approval of the Minutes for all three meetings.  Steve Cadematori seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.  (Note:  the March 2013 meeting was cancelled so no meeting Minutes exist for that date).
Election of Officers

Trip said the Board needs to elect new officers every September at its annual meeting.  Current officers are:

· Steve Cadematori, Vice President

· Danielle Surkatty, Secretary/Treasurer

A brief discussion was held about the pending retirement of Bryan Bowden in December, which was much lamented by all.  Bryan has been preparing meeting Minutes for several years and Danielle accepted the position of Secretary/Treasurer last year with the understanding that Bryan would continue to prepare meeting Minutes.  With his retirement, the new Secretary/Treasurer will be responsible for preparing Minutes beginning with the March, 2014, Board meeting.  Danielle said she is willing to be considered for re-election to Secretary/Treasurer with that understanding.  For future representation from the Park, Tracy Swartout hopes to be active in coming to meetings as her schedule allows.
Tiana Enger made a motion to re-elect the same slate of officers as last year.  Tom Washington seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Other Business

State Legislation:  Trip noted the State Legislature passed a bill in last year’s session extending the official endpoint of the Scenic Highway under the state designation to the City of Enumclaw.  Trip thanked both Senator Pam Roach and Representatives Christopher Hurst and Cathy Dahlquist for sponsoring bills in the Senate and House to accomplish this goal.  Trip also noted that this legislation does not change the federal designation of the Byway.  That will be the next step for the Board.
Enumclaw Welcome Center:  Trip summarized the September 9th Enumclaw City Council meeting pertaining to the Enumclaw Welcome Center.  Both the Forest Service (Steve Kuennen) and the Interim City Administrator Chris Searcy presented an amended ‘spending plan’ to the Council that needed approval in order for the final byway grant funds to be allocated and to move forward with the project – approximately one million dollars.  Trip, Bob and Steve spoke on behalf of the project, and the council room was full of supporters from the local community.  The Council unanimously supported the project and passed the motion to accept the amended spending plan, enabling the final grant to be allocated and moving the project forward.  Mayor Liz Reynolds expressed her sincere thanks to everyone, including past Administrations who have supported this project over the past ten years.  Bryan spoke on the multiple agreements that need to be completed pertaining to operation and maintenance of the Welcome Center.  One agreement will be between the City, Park and Forest Service for the public space on the first floor of the building for equal sharing of operational costs.  A second agreement will be between the Park and Forest Service that will allow the Park to utilize some office space on the second floor that is owned by the Forest Service.

Board Recruitment:  Trip said the one vacant position on the Board is the Recreation User Group.  Tiana suggested we put information on our website and Facebook page telling people about Board opportunities along with information on how to apply.  Danielle said she had previously talked to Ted Gamelan about this position but he declined because he is too busy.  She said she will approach him again on the subject.
Steve mentioned that the Enumclaw Chamber of Commerce will be bringing in a new Executive Director.
